John Wesley said that there are some Psalms that aren’t meant for Christian ears.  One of those was probably Psalm 137.  Obviously the Psalm writer was angry at Babylon, but how does it make you feel what he said?  

Do you feel that we can be honest with God about our anger and say whatever it is that’s on our minds?

When Jesus was being tried by Pontius Pilate and the people were screaming, “Crucify Him” he didn’t get angry.  When Jesus was on the cross, he didn’t get angry.  He didn’t get angry when Judas turned him in.  He didn’t get angry when Peter denied him.  But Jesus got angry when people were selling things in the temple.  Why do you think this is?
